Chi-Rho:  Este simbolo Griego, 

primero utilizados por los gobernantes 

paganos en estánderes militares, 

superpone las letras Griegas chi (en 

forma de una X) y rho (en forma de P) 

mutuamente.  Fue adoptado por 

Cristianos porque son las primeras 

letras en el t²tulo ñCristo,ò y porque las 

forma de la Cruz evoca la Crucifixión. 

Christian Symbols 101 

We see these images in stained glass windows, 

websites and other religious literatures.  But 

where did they come from and what do they 

mean?  Here is some backgroundé 

Chi-Rho: This Greek symbol, first 

used by pagan rulers in military 

standards, superimposes the Greek 

letters chi (shaped like an X) and rho 

(shaped like a P) upon each other.  It 

was adopted by Christians because 

these are the first letters in the title 

ñChristò, and because the cross shape 

evokes the Crucifixion.
